APRAA 2007 Accreditation Program 
The APRAA 2007 Accreditation Membership List brochure was launched at the AAAA Trade Show in Melbourne on 21-23 June. If you missed out this year, apply now to join the APRAA Accreditation Plus Program for 2008. Good News …..
On behalf of the APRAA Executive Committee we are pleased to confirm that the APRAA ‘Alliance’ discussions with the National Parts Code (NPC) have been finalised, with the endorsement of the state association bodies and the MTAA. 

The aim of the Alliance project discussions (commenced last year) has been about wider recognition and acceptance of the APRAA Accreditation Program’s comprehensive quality standards - as the sector’s universal quality benchmark. The NPC’s parts traceability requirements have been incorporated within the Accreditation Program and an Independent Audit Scheme has been adopted for all levels. The NPC has been appointed by APRAA as the Program’s Independent Auditor. This will strengthen the APRAA Accreditation Program’s quality standards and the Independent Audit will raise the level of respect for the Program amongst the automotive industry (that is body repairers and mechanical workshops and so on), government, regulators, police and other stakeholders such as insurers and the community generally. The NPC will work with the industry to promote compliance and improved standards. The NPC will continue the campaign to increase the commercial benefits for accredited recyclers and will continue to work to remove illegal operators from the sector.

The APRAA Program is being relaunched as Accreditation Plus to highlight the improvements now and into the future. A Summary of the new Program, effective from 1 January 2008 is attached.
