Update re the “CAN” System 

Background:

Since March this year, APRAA has been in discussion with various parties and suppliers about the merits of their recycled parts sourcing systems. A specific proposal from Ian Thorp on behalf of the “CAN” association members was tabled with the APRAA National Board late March. An APRAA IT Sub Committee was set up by the Board to consider APRAA’s position and the “CAN” system proposal, and to report back to the Board. Ian Thorp came to Melbourne to deliver a detailed “CAN” system presentation to the APRAA IT Sub Committee on 1 April. The APRAA IT Sub Committee met several times to address the issues and mid last week submitted a Report and Recommendation to the National Board for its consideration.

APRAA’s Position:

After much volunteer effort, significant committee discussions and challenging considerations, the APRAA National Board approved the following motion, late Wednesday 6 May 2004: 

· To gratefully acknowledge the offer by Ian Thorp and the “CAN” association 

· To agree not to purchase or endorse the “CAN” system, as APRAA believes it is not within its capabilities and prime role, nor its’ members best interest to endorse one commercial system over another given that it may cause division amongst the membership. 

· To convey to Ian Thorp and the “CAN” system association supporters our best wishes for its development and success in the market place.

I have spoken with Ian Thorp this morning and also confirmed the APRAA position in writing to Ian today. Should you have any queries please contact me at the APRAA National Office or speak with your State President. I take this opportunity to thank the APRAA IT Sub Committee volunteers for their enormous time and effort on this matter.

APRAA will continue to promote “apraa.com” as its prime recycled parts sourcing strategy.
