Re: $300m reference to stolen parts concern by APRAA

[ refer to your correspondence dated the 29" of June in regards to the concern by the
APRAA Board regarding the promotion of the $300 Mill in stolen parts.

The $300 Mill figure was determined in collaboration with the National Motor
Vehicle Theft Reduction Council. It is a qualified estimate based on quantitative data
gathered through research over a period of time. This includes:

(1) The average insurance value of a non- recovered vehicle theft is $15,000
up to last year the number of never recovered stolen motor vehicles
averages around 25,000 per annum. The quantum minimum value of these
vehicles is in the order of $375 Million per annum, this does not include
the number of vehicles recovered but have been surgically stripped. The
NMVTRC places a conservative estimate of this activity to be about $125
Million.

(2) The NMVTRC has taken into consideration the maximum volume of
whole vehicle re birthing as being 5,000 to 7,000 vehicles and the number
of vehicles that are either dumped in bushland or waterways to be in the
vicinity of 5,000 vehicles a total value combined of $180 Million and this
is subtracted from the pool.

(3) The balance between $320 and $350 Million the NMVTRC attributes to
theft for parts, where vehicles parts are stolen from vehicles, but the
vehicles are not deemed to be stolen motor vehicles. The NMVTRC
considers this to be a growing trend.

Alan, I am aware of the members who have raised this concern, and it is my
understanding this had been addressed on numerous occasions. I am surprised it is
now an APRAA Board issue.

For those members who challenge the quoted figure, if there are more current or
accurate references of information which can be sourced we would be more than
happy to use those revised figures. However, any figure must be based on facts or
data, not hearsay or gut- feeling.
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
